1. Regular Conte Sticks Get 3 sticks of each.
Dark Grey, Medium Grey, Light Grey, 2B Black, White, Burnt Orange, Raw Umber

Color Conte Sticks (optional) Conte Crayons Assorted Set of 48 
If you would like to work in color get these. Strongly recommended. Conte Crayons are waxier and much firmer than soft pastels, so they produce little dust and are easy to control. Made in France by Conte since 1795. 

2. Charcoal Pencils
Faber-Castell Charcoal Pencil Set
This set contains ten compressed charcoal sticks in five degrees, four vine charcoal pieces, a kneaded eraser, a paper stump, three grades of oil based charcoal pencils, and three grades of oil-free charcoal pencils.
