Applications must be submitted in writing, addressed to the S&R Washington Award Committee, and
postmarked by October 1, 2010. All applications must include the following:

A completed application form.

The applicant’s biography and photograph.

A sample photograph, recording, or video tape of the applicant’s work. (See requirements for musicians.)
Three (3) letters of recommendation from recognized authorities or professionals in the applicant’s discipline.
The required essay.
