Senior Studio Capstone Proposal

Getting Started
Your seminar proposal needs to address the following questions: 
· What do you plan to accomplish in your Capstone? Specifically, what type of work do you plan to make and what challenges will you face? 
· How has your time at Montserrat, including classes, projects, and your internship, provided you with the necessary skills and the ability to work independently in your Capstone? 
· How does your chosen Capstone relate to your plans after graduation? This might include your career goals, travel plans, and finding or making an artist community.
· How is your work, both current and planned, related to the field of Contemporary Visual Arts? 

Writing Your Proposal
Your proposal should be brief—no more than a page. First, answer the questions in your own words.
1. Then revise for grammar and clarity. 
2. Have someone read your revision and make suggestions for clarity. 
3. When you feel it is clear, concise and complete, have someone edit it for spelling and punctuation. 
The Writing Studio is helpful for all stages of this process.

The following three-paragraph outline may be helpful:

Opening Paragraph
Introduce yourself. What is your concentration? Do you have a minor? 
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]How do you envision your Capstone project? Be as specific as possible: media, scope, materials. What will you need and how will you get it? For example, will you need models, music, a narrator, a 14 x 12 foot wall, a survey of people’s ice cream preferences?

Second Paragraph
What skills will you need to complete your projects? Have you learned those skills via classes, internships, jobs, helping colleagues on their projects? If not, how will you get those skills in time to complete your project?
Have you worked independently—set your own timetable, planned all stages of a project, found your own resources, decided when and where to ask for help? 

Third Paragraph
What are your life goals and how will this Capstone help you achieve them?
