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COURSES FOR MINORS (8-11)
ADVENTURES IN DRAWING & PAINT-
ING Explore the principles of drawing and 
painting from observation and imagination. 
Learn contour lines, color and composition 
using a range of materials.  

ANIMATION Learn about all of the possibili-
ties in animation! Develop drawing techniques 
to tell stories with still and moving images, 
utilizing a variety of approaches.

ART EXPLORER Become an explorer of 
the art world, discovering new techniques and 
cultures through hands-on projects. Explore a 
variety of mediums while learning about global 
art traditions in a fun and imaginative environ-
ment.

ART, NATURE & THE ENVIRONMENT 
Find inspiration in the natural world. Use the 
colors, textures, and patterns in nature to influ-
ence your works! Create mixed media paintings 
or colleges that explore the unique connections 
between art and nature.

BEADING CLUB This club is the place to 
be(ad)! From perler beads to woven beads, 
bracelets and animal beads, this course will 
have you mastering beaded art!

CARTOONING & COMICS Create original 
cartoons using visual storytelling through 
script writing, character development and 
background design. Storyboarding leads from 
initial sketches to final printing of your comic 
narratives. Use illustrative techniques to sketch, 
ink, color, and your final comic!

CIRCUIT EXPLORERS Nearly everything 
around us contains circuits and electronics! 
Learn the fundamental building blocks of elec-
tricity and circuitry. Through a series of hands-
on projects, learn basic concepts of electrical 
current, voltage, conduction and resistance!

COMIC BOOK ART Bring your imagination 
to life using dreams, superheroes, fantasy and 
work of famous artists. Story, character devel-
opment and drawing techniques are addressed.

CRAZY CHEMISTS Explore chemistry 
through a hands-on approach. Learn about 
“cool” science as we make our own ice cream, 
awesome bouncy balls, fun slime, and art out of 
homemade bubble solutions!

FIBER ARTS Explore how artists use cloth, 
paper, and other materials to create fiber works. 
Techniques may include sewing, printing on 
fabric, beading, papermaking, batiking, cro-
cheting, weaving, and more! Create 3D objects 
in soft media.

FILMMAKING Learn the basics of scriptwrit-
ing, storyboarding, camera techniques, and 
editing as you create your own short film. Bring 
your vision to life.

JURASSIC TALES Through a fusion of art, 
science, and storytelling, explore the prehistoric 
world, creating dino-inspired art, crafting your 
own tales of ancient creatures, and uncovering 
the mysteries of the Mesozoic era.

We’ll 
build visual arts skills and techniques to bring 
monsters to life using a variety of materials such 
as graphite, ink pens and colored pencils.

3D PRINTING WITH A PURPOSE Enter 
the creative space of 3D printing- from learning 
TINKERCAD, intro to software, history develop-
ment, and more!

ACTING FOR THE STAGE Learn to take 
stage direction, develop character, and exude 
stage presence! This session will culminate in a 
performance for friends and family.

FASHION DESIGN Create your own clothing 
piece to be debuted at our end-of-the-week 
exhibition! Develop skills in fashion illustration, 
pattern making, fabric selection, draping and 
garment construction. 

FIBER ARTS & SEWING Explore techniques 
like beading, papermaking, crocheting, and 
weaving to craft unique 3D objects and soft 
media works. Learn the art of threading a nee-
dle and create functional and decorative pieces 
with your own hands!

FILMMAKING Learn the basics of scriptwrit-
ing, storyboarding, camera techniques, and 
editing as you create your own short film.
